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SKÁLA, Pavel: Introduction by the Chief of Geographic Service of Czech Armed Forces. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 4–5.

Geographic Service of the Czech Republic Army went through fundamental changes in many areas. The changes started with new ambitions in the sphere of geographic support, initial and final operational abilities declaration, re‑evaluation of main military-scientific tasks, ending with Service components and institutions reorganization. Geographic Service is modernizing the means of geographic support, applies modern mobile geographic support sets, and systematically prepares the personnel with the aim of providing quality geographic support to state defence and to crisis management, including multinational forces deployment in crisis areas.

KŮRKA, Petr: Introduction by the Chief of Hydrometeorologic Service of Czech Armed Forces. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 6.
Hydrometeorologic Service of Czech Armed Forces went in recent years through complex modernisation, organisational structure changes and staff reduction. Since 2003 it operates in common structure with Geographic Service of Czech Armed Forces, fulfils hydrometeorologic support tasks, prepares expert personnel and activities within NATO forces.

BŘOUŠEK, L: Geographic Support to State Defence, Crisis Management, and IZS (Integrated Rescue System). Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 7–9.

Geographic support is an integral component of state territory operational preparation. It is a compound of activities and provisions aiming to prepare geographic products, offer expert services, and to fulfil tasks in relation with the needs of the Czech Republic and NATO states defence. Typically, it is continuous and it is planned and implemented during peace times, during threat conditions, and during war. It plays an important role in the period of stabilization processes and recovery in post‑war time. Geographic support to the state, provided by the Geographic Service of Czech Armed Forces, is currently extended to Crisis Management and Integrated Rescue System.

RŮŽIČKA, O: Direct Geographic Support to Strategic Level. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 10–15.

Military Geography Department of the Military Geographic Institute Praha fulfilled the task of Czech Armed Forces headquarters’ direct support until 2003. After closing this institute, a standalone Section of Geographic Support was established in Prague, as part of the Direct Geographic Support Department of the Military Geographic and Meteorologic Office in Dobruška. The Section of Geographic Support is designated to geographic task support for the Common Operational Centre of Ministry of Defence and for OVPzEB of Ministry of Defence. The article describes expert work of this unit, its personnel composition and technical/technological equipment. 
UDVORKA, Pavel – FURO, Martin: Geographic Support Centre in Olomouc. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 16–23.

Presentation of Geographic Support Centre in Olomouc, one of the components of Czech Armed Forces Geographic Service, its work on the operational level within Allied Forces Headquarters and describes its responsibilities. Follows detailed description of the newly developed Mobile Set for operational level geographic support and deals with producing various documents and military areas information system.
ORVOŠ, Petr: Geographic Support Centre in Tábor and its Tasks for Support and Training Forces. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 24–28.

Geographic Support Centre in Tábor is a component of Czech Armed Forces geographic support on the operational command level – Headquarters of Support and Training Forces located in Stará Boleslav. The article deals with the scope of activity of the unit and its operations, and presents some products created as contribution to fulfil the direct geographic support tasks.
JAROŠOVÁ, Zdeňka: Direct Geographic Support of 4th Brigade Task Force. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 29–32.

Brigade Task Force (BTF) based on 4th Rapid Deployment Brigade (RDB) reached by the end of last year its initial operability. All members of this troop had to go through challenging training and final examinations, whatever speciality they were. No exception was for the Geo Cell (of the 4th RDB/4th BTF). This article describes direct geographic support of the 4th Brigade Task Force, organization and main tasks and technical/technological equipment of the working place.
DOBA, Roman: Hydrometeorologic Service of 4th Brigade Task Force. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 33–34.
Hydrometeorologic Service of Czech Armed Forces deployed in 2006 for 4th Brigade Task Force (BTF) Mobile Hydrometeorologic Group „OBLAK“ and Mobile Group of Radio Reconnaissance. Both groups took part on the final part of 4th Brigade Task Force training in the military training area Doupov during the exercise Strong Campaigner. This article informs on technical and technological equipment of both groups.

KŮRKA, Petr: Integrated METOC Support Concept. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 35.

Integrated METOC Support Concept is a document that contains integrated meteorologic and oceanographic support concept in the frame of NATO transformation to rapid deployment units. The article describes the multi‑national forces leading nation role in the process of executing hydrometeorologic support tasks, describes its principles, demands and the role of Hydrometeorologic Service of Czech Armed Forces in this area.
PIWKO, Robert – SKÁLA, Milan: Hydrometeorologic Support to Command Post Exercise. Vojenský geografický obzor, 2007, no. 1, p. 36–38.

The article deals with the topic of direct hydrometeorologic support during command post exercise, with created products and provided services. It brings an integral information on typical activities performed by the Hydrometeorologic Service of Czech Armed Forces for hydrometeorologic support to crisis situation management.
